We are pleased to welcome David Chadwick, a former Prevent Education
Officer, to school on Thursday 5™ January who will be leading workshops
with Y3, Y4, Y5 and Y6. Prevent is part of the Government's Counter
Terrorism Strategy. This activity will form part of the children's induction
week to the new term and forms part of our RSHE curriculum. The
workshop will include support for children in terms of self-esteem, self-
worth, empowering them to make safe decisions online and offline,
understanding the positive impact they can have on their community,
stranger danger, trust circles, radicalisation and how to recognise if
something isn't right and what to do about it. All of this will be taught
through a light-hearted and fun way which will raise the children up. We do
ask if KS2 parents could make a voluntary contribution of £2 through the
school gateway towards the cost.

We are continuing to keep up to date on any Government and local
guidance regarding Scarlet Fever and the Strep A bacterial infection
and promoting good hand and respiratory hygiene. We have had no
known cases in school to date.
