And finally:- This weekend, as some of us return from our pilgrimage to Assisi, and the
staff and pupils of our school complete their first week of the new term, we welcome Jithin
back to our parish for his Extended Placement. Many of you will remember that Jithin, now
beginning his fourth year of formation for the Priesthood, was with us in the January, and
the summer, of 2021. Jithin will now be spending the next five months here at St. Mary of
the Angels.
