They teach us the lessons of hope
and trust in God, and in His power to fulfil His promises. With them may we entrust
ourselves to God's care, confident that He hears our prayer. With them may we truly
believe that all things are in God’s hands, and that with God on our side we have
nothing to fear, for He is always with us to guard, guide and direct our lives, until His
purposes have been fulfilled
