And finally:-. I wonder if you have ever noticed that, in the proclamation of the Word of
God each day, the First Reading, the Responsorial Psalm, and the Gospel, provide us with a
theme — that they are intrinsically linked in the message that they proclaim? Today we hear of
the call of Jonah and the call of the first four disciples of the Lord; and what was the purpose
of their being called if not to know Him and to make His way known through the message
they proclaimed. Today the Church, spread throughout the world, celebrates the ‘Sunday of
the Word of God’. A day on which we, as disciples of the Lord, are called to rediscover our
love of the Scriptures. To open our hearts once more to listen to the voice of the Lord who
calls us through His Word that we may know Him, and make Him know, by our lives and by
our preaching. May we never forget, as St. Jerome reminds us, that “Ignorance of the
Scriptures is ignorance of Christ”.
