The church organ here at St. Mary of the
Angels is in need of some urgent repair work.
Many of the electrical components of the
organ have now begun to fail, due to their age
and general wear and tear, and need to be
replaced. As we are currently not using the
organ on a regular basis now would be the
perfect time to address these issues and so
bring the organ back up to perfect working
order. The cost of the works needed is
£5,824.80. If you would like to make a
donation towards the cost of the repair work it
would be greatly appreciated.

It is a
fundamental truth to be reasserted vigorously in every epoch, since to deny
it, as has been, and continues to be attempted, or to transform it into a
purely spiritual event, is to thwart our very faith. St. Paul states: “If Christ
has not been raised, then our preaching is in vain and your faith is in vain”
(1 Cor 15:14). In the days that followed the Lord’s Resurrection, the
Apostles stayed together, comforted by Mary’s presence, and after the
Ascension they persevered with her in prayerful expectation of Pentecost.
Our Lady was a mother and a teacher to them, a role that she continues to
play for Christians of all time. (Benedict XVI)
